APPENDIX
NOTIFICATION

 
In exercise of the powers conferred by section 65 of the Indian Veterinary Council Act, 1984 (Central Act 52 of 1984), the Governor of Tamil Nadu hereby make the following rules.

THE RULES
PART 1.

PRELIMINARY.

1. Short title, extent and commencement.

a) These rules may be called the Tamil Nadu State Veterinary Council Rules, 2004.
b) They extend to the whole of the State of Tamil Nadu.
c) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Tamil Nadu Government Gazette.

2. Definitions.
1) In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires,-

a) “Act” means the Indian Veterinary council Act, 1984 (Central Act 52 of 1984)
b) “Council” means the Tamil Nadu State Veterinary Council established under section 32 of the Act;
c) “election or re-election” means election of re-election to the Council;
d) “Executive Committee” means Executive Committee constituted by the Council under section 40 of the Act;
e) “Form” means a form appended to these rule;
f) “Government “ means the Government of TamilNadu;
g) “nomination or re-nomination” means nomination or re-nomination to the Council;

h) “President” means the President of the Council;

i)  “register” means the TamilNadu State Veterinary register maintained under section 44 of the Act;

j) “Registrar” means the Registrar of the Council;

k) “section means a section of the Act;

l) “Service” means the service constituted under these rules.
2)      Words and expressions used in these rules and not defined shall have the same meaning assigned to them in the Act.

PART II
3. 1)Notification for election. – For the purpose of electing members of the Council under clause (A) of sub-section(1) of section 32 of the Act, the Government shall, by a notification published in the TamilNadu Government Gazette, Call upon the persons entered in the TamilNadu State Veterinary register to elect the said members in accordance with the provisions of these Rules.

2) Preparation of the electoral roll. – (a) As soon as may be after the notification under sub-rule (1) is issued, the Registrar shall prepare the electoral roll which shall contain the name of every person whose name is entered in the register.

          b)  The names of the electors shall be arranged in the order in which they are entered in the register.

3) Publication of the electoral roll in draft. – The Registrar shall publish the electoral roll prepared under sub-rule (2), in draft., in the TamilNadu Government Gazette and shall make a copy thereof available for inspection, by displaying it in the office of the Council.

4) Lodging claims and objection.- (a) Every claim for inclusion of a name in the electoral roll and every objection to an entry therein shall be lodged with the Registrar, within a period of thirty days from the date of publication of the electoral roll in draft under sub-rule (3), in Forms I and II, respectively.

(b) (i) Every claim in Form I shall be signed by the person who requires his name to be included in the electoral roll.


    (ii) Every objection in Form II to the inclusion of a name in the electoral roll shall be preferred by a person whose name is already included in the electoral roll and shall be countersigned by another person whose name is also included in the electoral roll.

5) Disposal of claims and  objections.- Every claim or objection made under sub-rule (4) shall be examined by the Registrar and he may either allow or reject the same after recording his reasons therefore and the decision of the Registrar shall be final:


Provided that a claim or objection shall not be rejected unless the person making it is given an opportunity of making representation against such rejection.

6) Final publication of the electoral roll.- (a) The Registrar shall prepare a list of amendments to carry out his decision under sub- rule(5) or to carry out any clerical or printing error or other inaccuracies in the electoral roll subsequently discovered or brought to his notice.


(b) The Registrar shall publish the electoral roll together with the list of amendments in the TamilNadu Government Gazette and shall make a complete copy thereof available for inspection, by displaying it at the office of the Council.


(c) On such publication, the electoral roll together with the list of amendments shall be the electoral roll of persons who may elect the 
members of the council under clause(a) of sub-section (1) of section 32 of the Act.


(d) A copy of the electoral roll together with the list of amendments published under clause (b) shall be sent to the Government.

7) Returning officer and Assistant Returning Officers.- (a) The Government shall, after receipt of a copy of the electoral roll published under sub-rule (6), designate or nominate a Returning Officer who shall be either the Registrar or an officer of the Government.


(b) The Government may also appoint one or more  persons, who shall be officers of the Governments, to assist the Returning Officers in the performance of his functions, as Assistant Retuning Officers.,


(c) Every Assistant Returning Officer shall, subject to the control of the Returning Officers, be competent to perform all or any of the functions of the Returning officer:


Provided that no Assistant Returning Officer shall perform any of the functions of the Retuning Officer relating to issue of ballot papers, counting of ballot papers and declaration of results of election.

 8) Appointment of dates for nomination, etc.- (a) The Returning Officers shall, by notification published in the Tamil Nadu Government Gazette or in such other manner deemed fit, appoint-
(i) the date and time for making nomination, which shall be the seventh day after the date of publication of the notification under this sub-rule or, if that day is a public holiday, the next succeeding day, which is not a public holiday;

(ii) the date and time for the scrutiny of nominations, which shall be the fifth day after the last date for filing nominations

 or, if that day is a public holiday, the  next succeeding day, which is not a public holiday;
(iii) the last date for withdrawal of candidature, which shall be the second day after the date and time of scrutiny of nomination or, if that day is a public holiday, the next succeeding day, which is not a public holiday;
(iv) the date and time of which the poll shall, if necessary , be taken, which shall be a date not earlier than thirtieth day after the last date for withdrawal of candidature; and

(v) the date, time and place for counting of votes and for declaration of result, which shall not be beyond the third day from the date of the poll.


(b) The notification issued under clause (a) shall also invite nomination of candidate for election to the council and specify the place at which the nomination papers are to be delivered.

9) Presentation of nomination paper and requirement of valid nomination.- (a) On or before the date appointed under sub-clause (i) of clause (a) of sub-rule (8), each candidate shall send, by registered post with acknowledgement due or deliver in person, to the Returning Officer a nomination paper in Form III.


(b) Every nomination paper shall be subscribed by two electors, one as the proposed and the other as the seconder and assented by the candidate proposed and seconded by them:

Provided that no elector shall subscribe as proposer of seconder more nomination papers than the number of members to be elected:


Provided further that if an elector subscribes to more number of nomination papers that the number of members to be elected, the nomination papers first received by the Returning Officer equal to the

number of members to be elected shall, if they are otherwise in order, be held to be valid, and if all such nomination papers subscribed by the same elector in excess of the number of members to be elected are received simultaneously, all such nomination papers be held to be invalid.
 
(C) On receipt of a nomination paper, the Returning Officer shall endorse thereon the date and the time of receipt.

(10) Rejection of nomination papers.- A nomination paper received after the date and time appointed by the Returning Officer in that behalf shall be summarily rejected.
(11) Scrutiny of nomination papers.- (a) On the date and time appointed by the Returning Officer for scrutiny of nomination papers, the candidates or other representatives duly authorized by the candidates in this behalf may attend the office of the Returning officer who shall allow them to examine the nomination papers of all the candidates.


(b) The Returning Officer shall examine the nomination papers and decide all questions that may arise as to the validity of any nomination and his decision thereon shall be final.

(12)  Withdrawal of Candidature.- (a) Any candidate may withdraw his candidature by notice in writing signed by him and delivered to the Returning Officer on or before the date and time fixed under sub-clause (iii) of clause (a) of sub-rule(8).


(b) A candidate who has withdrawn his candidature shall not be allowed cancel the withdrawal or to be renominated as a candidate for the same election

(13)  Publication of the list of contesting candidates.- (a) Immediately after the expiry of the period within which candidature may be withdrawn under sub-rule (12), the Returning officer shall prepare and publish a list of contesting candidates, that is to say,

Candidates who were validly nominated and who have not withdrawn their candidatures within the said period.



(b) The list prepared under sub-clause (a) shall contain the name   ( in alphabetical order) and the addresses of the contesting candidate  as given in the nomination papers and shall be published in the Tamil Nadu government Gazette and be given wide publicity in such manner as the Returning Officer may deem fit.

(14) The poll.- (a) If the number of candidates contesting for election does not exceed the number of members to be elected, the Returning Officer shall forthwith declares such candidates to be duly elected.



(b) If the number of candidates exceeds the number of members to be elected, the Returning officer shall, not later than thirty days before the date appointed for the poll, send by post to every elector a letter of intimation in Form IV together with a numbered declaration paper in Form V, a ballot paper in Form VI containing the name of the candidates in alphabetical order and bearing the Returning officer’s initials or facsimile signature in a ballot paper cover addressed to the Returning officer and an outer envelope also addressed to the said officer:


Provided that the ballot paper and other connected papers may also be sent to any elector on his applying to the Returning officer for the same before the date appointed for the poll, if the Returning officer is satisfied that the papers have not been sent to him.



(c) A certificate of posting shall bee obtained in respect of each such letter of intimation sent to an elector.



(d) An elector who has not received the ballot paper and other connected papers sent to him by post or who has lost them or in whose case the papers before their return to the Returning officer have been inadvertently spoilt, may transmit a declaration in writing

to that effect and request the Returning Officer not later than fifteen day before the date appointed for the poll, to send him fresh papers and if the papers have been spoilt, the spoilt papers shall be returned to the Returning officer who shall cancel them.



(e) In a case where fresh papers have been issued under sub-clause (d), a mark shall be made against the number relating to the elector’s name in the electoral roll to denote that fresh papers have been issued to him.



(f) No election shall be invalid by reason of non-receipt by an elector of his ballot paper and other connected papers.



(g) Each elector shall have the right to vote for as many candidates equal to the number of members to be elected and the vote shall be non-transferable.



(h) Every elector desirous of recording his vote shall, after filling up the declaration paper in Form V and the ballot paper in Form VI, according to the directions given in the letter of intimation in Form IV, enclose the ballot paper in the ballot paper cover, stick up and enclose the said cover along with the declaration paper in the other envelope addressed to the Retuning officer and send the same by post at the elector’s own cost or by hand to the Returning officer, so as to reach him not later than the appointed time for closure of voting on the due date fixed for the poll.



(i)On receipt by post, or by hand, of the envelope containing the declaration paper and the cover containing the ballot paper, the Returning Officer shall endorse on the outer envelope the date and the hour of its receipt.



(j) All envelopes received after the date and time appointed for the poll shall be rejected.
(15) Opening of the cover.- (a) The Returning officer shall open the outer envelopes immediately after the closure of voting at the place to which the envelope are addressed to him.

(b) Any candidate or his representative duly authorized by him may present at hte time of opening of the outer envelopes.

(16) Rejection of ballot paper.- (a) A ballot paper shall be rejected by the Returning officer if-


(i) the outer envelope contains no declaration paper outside the    

      ballot paper cover; or

(ii) the declaration paper is not the one sent by the Returning  
       Officer; or

(iii) the declaration paper is not signed by the elector; or

(iv) the ballot paper is placed outside the ballot paper cover; or

(v) more than one declaration paper or ballot paper cover have    

     been enclosed in or and the same outer envelope.

(b) In each case of rejection, the word “rejected” shall be endorsed on the ballot paper cover and the declaration paper and the reasons for the rejection shall also be recorded, in brief, on the ballot cover.

(c) After satisfying himself that the electors have affixed their signatures to the declaration papers, the Returning officer shall keep all declaration papers in safe custody pending disposal under sub-rule (19).

(17) Scrutiny  and  Counting of Votes.- (a) On the date appointed for counting of votes, the ballot paper covers other than those rejected under sub-rule (16), shall be opened and the ballot papers taken out and mixed together.

(b)
(c)

(d) A ballot paper shall be invalid if-

(i) it does not bear the Retuning officer’s initial or facsimile 

     signature; or

(ii) a voter signs his name of the voting paper, or writes any         

     word on it, or makes mark on it by which it becomes 

    recognizable as his ballot paper ; or

(iii) no vote is recorded thereon; or

(iv) it is void for uncertainty of the vote recorded; or

(v) the number of votes recorded thereon exceeds the number 

    of members to be elected; or

(vi) the recording of the vote has been done at a place other 

    than that provided.
(e) The Retuning officer shall show the ballot paper s to the candidates or their authorized representatives at the time of scrutiny and counting g votes, if so required.

(f) If any candidate or his representative makes an objection to the   acceptance of a ballot paper on the grounds that it does not  comply with the specified requirements, or to the rejection of a ballot paper by the Returning officer and it shall be decided at once by the Returning officer, whose decision thereon shall be  final.

(g) The Returning officer shall nominate such number of scrutinizers as he deems fit.

(18) Declaration of results. – (a) On completion of counting of votes, the Returning officer shall draw up a list of candidates in the order of 

 highest votes polled by each and shall declare the result of successful candidates in that order according to the number of members to be elected.

(b) If any candidate declared elected refused to accept the election, then in the place of that candidate one of the remaining candidates, to who the next largest number of votes have been cast, shall be deemed to have been elected and the same procedure shall be adopted as of often as a vacancy is caused in this way.


(c) When there is equality of votes among any tow or more candidate, then the person or persons, as the case may be who shall be deemed to have been elected \shall be determined by lots to be drawn by the Returning officer or any other officer authorized by him.


(d) The Returning officer shall, as soon as the result is declared, inform each successful candidates of his being elected to the council.

(19) Ballot papers to be retained.- Upon completion of the counting and after the result has been declared, the Returning officer shall seal the ballot papers and all other documents relation to the election and retain the same for a period of six months. The above said records may be destroyed after the expiry of the said period of six months with the pervious concurrence of the Government.

(20) Intimation of results of election.- the Returning officer shall intimate the names of the elected candidates to the Government for notifying their name in the TamilNadu Government Gazette as required under sub-section (2) of section 32 of the Act.

PART III
ELECTION OF PRESIDENT OF THE COUNCIL.
4. Election of president of the council.- (i) The election of President of the council by the members of the council from amongst themselves shall be held at the first meeting of the said council after its establishment.


(2) The Registrar shall invite the members present at that meeting to make their nomination for the office of the President. Each nomination shall he supported by another member present at that meeting as the seconder:


Provided that no member shall nominate or second more that one member as President.


(3) If one person is nominated for President, he shall be declared duly elected as the president of the council.

(4) If more than one person is nominated for President, the Registrar shall proceed to conduct election in the following manner, namely:-

a) A ballot paper duly numbered shall be given to every member present who shall write on it he mane of the person he likes to vote for the office of the President and the folded ballot paper shall be handed over to the Registrar.

b) On receipt of the ballot papers, the Registrar shall count the number of votes secured by each candidate and shall declared the member who secured the highest number of votes to be duly elected as the President of the Council;

c) If there is equality of votes among any tow or more candidates, the Registrar may decide the issue by taking lots in such manner as he deems fit and the person so identified by the draw of lots, shall be declared as duly elected as the president of the council.
PART IV.

     PROCEDURE FOR TRANSACTION OF BUSINESS OF THE COUNCIL.
5. Meetings of the Council.- (1)Meetings of the council shall ordinarily be held once in every three months at such time and such place as may be decided by the president:


Provided that the place chosen shall be within the State of Tamilnadu.


(2) The President may in the course of a meeting of the Council decide the date of next meeting.


(3) A special meeting of the council, if deemed necessary, shall be called by the President after giving seven days notice.


(4) The last meeting of the council held in and financial year shall be the Annual Meeting of the Council for that year.


(5) The Registrar shall give notice for the meeting well in advance (not less than fifteen days before the date of the meeting) to all the members by letter send under certificate of posting.


(6) The Registrar shall issue along with notice for the meeting, an agenda specifying the business to be brought before the meeting.


(7) In case of a special meeting, the Registrar shall, not less than seven days before the date fixed for that meeting, issue along with th notice for the meeting the items of business on the agenda proposed for that meeting.

(8) A member who wishes to move any motion not included on the agenda for an ordinary meeting or to move an amendment to any item of agenda so included, shall give notice thereof to the Registrar

in writing, not less than seven days before the date fixed for the meeting.

(9) Every meeting of the Council shall be presided over by the President. In case the president is absent, the meeting of the Council shall be presided by any other member chosen by the members present from amongst themselves.


(10) The quorum for a meeting of the council shall be one third of the total strength of the council.


(11) If at the time appointed for a meeting, there is no quorum, then, the meeting shall not commence until there is a quorum, and even t the expiry of one hour from the appointed time if there is not quorum the meeting shall stand adjourned to such future date and time in the same quarter as the President may appoint:


Provided that if there is no quorum in such adjourned meeting, the meeting shall not be adjourned again for want of quorum and shall be held on the same day after expiry of thirty minutes.


(12) All questions which come up before any meeting of the council shall be decided by a majority fo the members present and voting.


(13) In the case of equality of votes, the President or any other member presiding the meeting shall have a casting vote.


(14) A copy of the minutes of each meeting of the council whether ordinary or special, shall be prepared by the Registrar and submitted to the President within seven days for authentication. Thereafter, the Registrar shall send a copy of the same to each member, within fifteen days.


(15) If any objection regarding the correctness of the minutes is received within thirty days of the despatch of the minutes by the

Registrar such objection together with minutes as recorded and authenticated shall be put before the next meeting of the council for confirmation. At this state no question shall be raised except as to the correctness of the records of the meeting:

Provided that if no objection regarding a decision taken by the council at a meeting is received within thirty days of the despatch of the minutes of that particular meeting, such decision may, if expedient, be put into effect before the confirmation of the minutes at the next meeting:


Provided further that the President may direct that action may be taken on a decision of the council before the expiry of the said period of thirty days.
(16) The minutes of the council shall, as soon as is practicable after their confirmation, be made up in sheets and consecutively paged for insertion in a volume which shall be supplied free of cost to each member of the council.

(17) A report of the observations and of the discussions at the meeting of the council shall be kept for perusal by the mementos of the council. The detailed proceedings of the meetings which shall be treated as “confidential” shall be kept in the office of the council and be open to members for inspection. A copy of the proceedings which are not confidential may be supplied either in full or in part to any member, on application and on payment of the fee fixed by the President which shall not exceed the cost of copying. No copy of proceedings held in camera shall be supplied but such proceedings can be inspected by the members.

PART V.

CONDITIONS AND RESTRICTIONS FOR EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE AND OTHER COMMITTEES.
6. (1) The Executive committee shall have five members including the President and the Registrar of the council who shall act as President and Secretary, respectively.


(2) The rules applicable to the meetings of the council shall as far as my by apply to the meetings of the Executive Committee subjects to the provision contained in sub-rule (3) to (7).


(3) The Executive committee shall meet prior to the meeting of the council or at such other time as may be found necessary by the President.

(4) For a meeting of the Executive committee four members including the President shall be the quorum.


(5)If any elected member of the Executive committee is absent for two consecutive meetings of the committee without its leave or if the period of leave exceeds three months, he shall cease to be a member of the committee.


(6) The Executive committee shall keep minutes of its proceedings.

(7)The Executive committee shall prepare reports on the subjects indicated to it by the council when the council is sitting and on other times by the President. The reports when finally approved by the committee shall be circulated to all the Members of the council at the next meeting of the council.

PART VI.
FEES AND ALLOWANCES TO PRESIDENT AND OTHER MEMBERS OF THE COUNCIL AND MEMBERS OF THE COMMITTEES.
7. (1) The president and other members of the council and the members of the committees (other than the members of the council) shall be paid for attending the meeting of the council and the committees, a fee of Rs.500/-(Rupees five hundred only) per day.


(2) The President and other members of the council and the members of the committees (other than the members of the council) shall, in addition to the fees payable under sub-rule (1), be paid Traveling and Daily Allowances at the rate applicable to Government employees of the first grade under the TamilNadu Traveling allowances rules for the time being in force:


Provided that in the case of a member who is and official of the Government, he may claim traveling and Daily allowances from the council to the extent that he does not claim from the Government.
PART VII.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF SERVICE OF THE REGISTRAR AND OTHER OFFICERS AND EMPLOYEES OF THE COUNCIL.
8. (1) The council may appoint the Registrar-


(a) on deputation from the cadre of Joint Director of Animal Husbandry or Veterinary Services or any equivalent post thereof ; or


(b) from the retired joint Director of Animal Husbandry or Veterinary Services.

(2) The term of office of the Registrar shall be three years:

Provided that no person shall hold the office of the Registrar-

(a) in the case of a person appointed under clause (a) of sub-

    rule(1), after attaining the age of fifty eight years;

(b) in the case  of a person appointed under clause (b) of sub-rule(1), after attaining the age of sixty two years.

(3) The Registrar shall be the Executive officer of the council.

(4) The Registrar shall perform such duties as have been assigned

in the Act and the Rules and also as assigned by the President. He shall also be responsible for the safety of the property of the council, the control and management of the officer and for the accounts and correspondence. He shall fulfill all such duties as may be required of him by the council for the purposes of the Act. He shall attend and take note of the proceedings of meeting of the council, the Executive committee and other committees.


(5) The Registrar shall, not less than ninety days before the expiration of the term of any elected or nominated member of the council, draw the attention of the President to vacancy and the later shall forthwith report it to the Government in order that a new member may be elected or nominated to fill the vacancy.

(6) The council may appoint, on deputation from the Directorate of Animal Husbandry or Veterinary Services, one superintendent, One Assistant, One steno-typist and one office attendant.

(7) The terms and conditions of appointment and other service conditions of the officers and employees of the council shall be the same as that of the Government employees of similar post.

(8) In case the Registrar is appointed under clause (b) of sub-rule (1) , he shall be paid a honorarium of Rs. 5000/- (Rupees Five thousand only) per month.

(9) The Registrar and other officers and employees of the council shall be paid traveling and daily allowance at the rate applicable to the Government employees of the corresponding grades under the TamilNadu Traveling Allowances rules.

PART VIII.

REGISTRATION.
9. Application for registration.- (1) Every application  for registration shall be made in Form VII which Shall be accompanied by a registration fee of Rs. 25/- (Rupees twenty five only) through bank draft drawn in favour of the Registrar, TamilNadu State Veterinary Council.


(2) The certificate of registration shall be issued in Form VIII.

10. Renewal Fee. – (1) The fee for renewal of certificate or registration shall be of Rs. 15/-(rupees fifteen only).


(2) Where the renewal fee is not paid in time and the name of the defaulter is removed from the register, for restoration of such name to the said register, the renewal fee shall be paid through bank draft drawn in favour of the Registrar, TamilNadu State Veterinary Council.

11. Restoration to register.- (1) The name of  a person removed under section 49 of the Act may be restored to the register on payment of Rs.25/-(rupees twenty five only).

12. Supply of copy of register.- A copy of the register shall be made available to person applying therefore on payment of a charge of Rs. 10/-(Rupees ten only).
13. Transfer of registration.- A registered veterinary practitioner of other state who wants to practice veterinary medicine in the state of TamilNadu may apply to the council in Form IX and shall pay a fee of Rs. 15/-(Rupees fifteen only).

14. Duplicate certificate of registration.- Duplicate certificate of registration or renewal shall be issued in form X on payment of a fee of Rs. 10/-(Rupees ten only).

ORDER:

To regulate veterinary practice in the States and to provide , for that purpose, for the establishment of Veterinary Council of India and State Veterinary Councils and the maintenance of registers of the Veterinary practitioners and for matters connected therewith, the Government of India have passed an Act, namely, The Indian Veterinary Council Act, 1984 (central Act 52 of 1984).

2. As per clause (1) of the Article 252 of the Constitution, a resolution was passed by the TamilNadu Legislative Assembly on 10-5-2002, to adopt the said Indian Veterinary Council Act, 1984 in the State of TamilNadu.


3. According to sub section (2) and (3) of section 1 of the said Act, the Central Government informed the State Government that the Notification regarding extension of Indian Veterinary Council Act, 1984 to the State of TamilNadu with effect from 1-9-2002 has been published in the Extra-ordinary Gazette of India dated 29-8-2002 on which date the said Act come into force in the State.

4. In order to make application of the provisions of the Act, rules have been framed under section 65 of the Act to carry out the purposes of Chapters VI, VII and VIII of the said Act.


5. Accordingly, the Notification appended to this order shall be published in the TamilNadu Government Gazette.
